· Presentation given by Jim Willis (EPA - OPPTS), Chairman of the OECD Working Party on Manufactured Nanomaterials (WPMN)
· Reported on the WPMN which was established in Sept 2006 and has met four times since then

· Objective to promote international cooperation in health and environment safety related aspects of manufactured nanomateriels, in order to assist in their safe development

· This is being done through implementation of 8 projects via Steering Groups and these split into sub-groups
· Proj 1 – OECD Database on Safety Research

· Proj 2 – Research Strategies on Manufactured Nanomaterials

· Proj 3 - Safety Testing of a Representative Set of Manufactured Nanomaterials

· Proj 4 – Manufactured Nanomateriels and Test Guidelines

· Proj 5 – Co-operation on Voluntary Schemes and Regulatory Programs

· Proj 6 – Co-operation on Risk Assessment

· Proj 7 – Alternative Methods in Nano Toxicology

· Proj 8 – Exposure Methods and Exposure Mitigation

· WPMN attended by over 22 countries

· Establishing country sponsorship/co-sponsorship for each nanomaterial

· Database has been created

· DoD participation welcome

· Presentation on Nanomaterials Stewardship Program (NMSP) by Jim Alwood (EPA)
· Program announced Jan 28th – designed for participants who already manufacture, process, use or import NMs

· Two parts to program – Basic and In-Depth

· Basic has 7/28 deadline to report existing info - Report physical and chemical properties, hazard, exposure, use, and risk management practices or plans – 15 companies have submitted, 17 companies have committed to submit
· In Depth – sponsors would develop data on a smaller set of NMs – have 3 companies so far – voluntary program – hope to grow

· Will compare what is received in Basic Program with what’s on the Web
· Will use Wilson Center Database as starting point
· Presentation on EPA’s Nanomaterial Research Program – Jeff Morris

· 4 components  as decision support

· Sources, fate, transport, exposure

· Human health and ecological effects

· Risk assessment methods

· Risk prevention and mitigation
· Resource allocation changes over time for the four components

· Path forward to implement NRS and provide decision support

· Capacity building and evolving as needs change

· Lars Ericson demonstration of  NanoLog ePortal sponsored by Mantech for DoD

· Shannon suggested adding a link to the DENIX portal

· Lars requested a feedback response to his Nanotechnology Update Analysis Report.  Comments due by August 4th…absolutely no later than August 8th
· Discussion

· EPA says there is a continued need to make sure there are channels of communication between DoD and EPA to keep on the same page and foster cooperation

· Lots of topics of mutual interest

· Lots of areas to coordinate

· EC Nano ESOH WG is good point of entry and coordination for EPA/DOD dialogue and issue resolution

· Relationship and involvement in NPCG (Nano Technology Policy Coordination Group) 

· NPCG Fairly new

· Good policy forum as counterpart to research in NEHI

· Would like to evolve these parallel structures over time

· Society for Risk Assessment event September 10 & 11

· EPA provided grant money and sponsoring

· FDA and NIOSH sponsoring 
· Looking to DoD for support – sponsorship and discussants to become part of dialogue (Heidi (ARL) might be interested in sponsorship; Jeff Marqusee (SERDP/ESTCP) also exploring)
· The forum will develop issue papers and come out with a report

· DoD needs to identify “discussants” to SRA this week.  But without sponsorship, likely each will have to pay $300 registration fee.

· Wilson Center Report on “Agenda for the New Administration”

· Includes recommendations for DOD  to test use of TRI like reporting and development/testing of best management practices to inform regulators

· Most of report is directed to regulators.
