Alaska Native Cultural Communication Course

The DoD Office of the Deputy Under Secretary (Installations and Environment) is pleased to invite you to attend the Department’s Alaska Native Cultural Communications Course (ANCCC) to be held May 21-23, 2012, at the Arctic Warrior Event Center, Joint Base Elmendorf Richardson  (JBER) near  Anchorage, Alaska.

About the course:
This training is designed to help DoD personnel better understand and implement the Department’s American Indian and Alaska Native Policy. Specialists in Native Alaska law, history, culture, and communication will teach the three-day course; DoD Tribal Liaisons who partner with Native governments to implement the Department’s American Indian and Alaska Native Policy will provide their perspectives. 

Course Topics:

· A history of the relationship between the United States government and Alaska Natives and how that history may impact current DoD and tribal interactions
· The DoD “Trust Responsibility”  and an overview of the laws and policies requiring consultation with Alaska Natives 
· An introduction to Alaska Native cultures and concepts

· Intercultural communication

· “Best Practices” for consulting with Alaska Native governments 

Who Should Attend?

This class is designed to serve three primary DoD audiences:

1) Those who have limited experiences in knowing when and how to consult with Alaska Native governments

2) Those who have arranged consultations in the past but desire additional information on working with Alaska Native governments and other Native entities to facilitate future defense-related projects

3) Those whose mission responsibilities may require future consultations and coordination with Alaska Native governments and other Native entities

Examples of staff whose work could impact Alaska Natives include:

· Installation/base staff—both uniformed and civilian functions (e.g., cultural and natural resources, training, operations, legal, public affairs, protocol, community relations, public works, environment, land or aquatic resource management, procurement, or real estate);
· Installation tenants to DoD; or

· Other DoD agencies (e.g., Corps, National Guard, Regional Environmental Centers).

· The U.S. Coast Guard is welcome, but some portions of the course apply only to the DoD Policy for American Indians and Alaska Natives.
