On July 18th the United States signed an international agreement that will lead to increased protection of the RMS Titanic wreck site. The four nations most closely associated with the Titanic -- Canada, France, the United Kingdom and the U.S. -- negotiated the agreement, beginning in 1997. Concerted action by these countries would effectively foreclose financing for and the technical ability to conduct unregulated salvage and other potentially harmful activities.

Cultural Resource Workshop a Success!

From July 11-13, 95 cultural resource managers, academic scholars, and tribal representatives gathered in Seattle, Washington to identify and prioritize the needs associated with cultural resources management across DoD.  Sixteen participants presented papers on a variety of topics including cultural landscapes, traditional cultural properties, and underwater archaeology. 





During the workshop, attendees participated in one of 4 breakout groups:  identification and evaluation, mitigation and treatment, management, and knowledge management.  Workshop organizers divided cultural resources into two broad categories: archaeology and built infrastructure. Both categories were equally represented throughout the workshop in presentations, prepared papers, and breakout sessions. Participants included senior researchers and managers from DoD, the military services, 5 other federal agencies, 4 tribal governments, 4 State Historic Preservation Offices,

1 (32 ounce) package of frozen tater tots


1 (16 ounce) container sour cream


1 cup shredded cheddar cheese


1 (10.75 ounce) can condensed cream of mushroom soup





Minnesota Public School Recipe Variation:  Add pound of browned ground beef and 1 package of frozen mixed vegetables.





Preheat oven to 350 degrees F.  Grease a 9X 13 inch baking dish.  In a mixing bowl combine all ingredients except for tater tots.  Pour mixture in greased baking dish, spread evenly and top with frozen tater tots covering the entire mixture.  Bake at 350 degrees for 60 minutes.
