He is a retired Army physician, having spent most of his military career in 
Preventive Medicine or Occupational Medicine assignments. He holds Fellowship in the 
American College of Preventive Medicine and the American College of Occupational 
and Environmental Medicine. Dr. Gaydos is an Adjunct Professor at the Uniformed 
Services University and the George Washington University. He is the author or coauthor 
of over 45 peer reviewed publications, primarily in the fields of infectious diseases and 
occupational health.   
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
