Comments: 

Navy - Installation commanders will be made aware of their performance during FY03 to increase the use of recycled-content items as recorded in DD350s.
Air Force - Although there was a slight increase in the number of actions/contracts that acquired EPA designated products, the Air Force could do better.  There may be a misperception that APP requirements only apply when a specific product is directly purchased by contract, versus the indirect purchase of products via a service/construction contract.  Guidance has been issued to the civil engineering community regarding how to apply APP requirements to service and construction contracts, however guidance should also be provided to other AF organizations involved in these types of contracts.  This additional guidance would clarify APP requirements for all those engaging in "indirect" purchases.  Additionally, most EPA designated products are low dollar transactions bought with the Government Purchase Card which does not report specific actions valued below $25,000 in FPDS.

Air Force - Training documentation is maintained in personnel files at the local level, therefore the aggregate Air Force number is unavailable. DAU has an on-line AP Training module but is unable to provide the number of Air Force personnel who complete AP training or the Government Purchase Card Training.

Comments:

Air Force - Training is provided by DAU through their on-line APP tutorial and through a segment of DAU’s Government Purchase Card Training module.  The installation’s Environmental Flight and Contracting Squadron provide training at the local level.  An example of such training is the Affirmative Procurement on-line course, offered by the Air Force Center for Environmental Excellence.  This training describes AP program requirements and base level responsibilities. This training is intended for everyone who specifies, buys or uses products that are on the EPA CPG list. Civil Engineering, Contracting, CE Operations, maintenance shop materiel control specialists, and credit card holders are the target audience.  The on-line training course is free to registered users. Department of Defense employees, employees of other U.S. Government agencies, and government-sponsored contractors may register for WebU courses.

Comments:
Air Force - Air Force Instruction 64-117 directs all purchase card users to successfully complete a minimum of 4 hours of training to be issued a purchase card.  Use of recovered materials (purchase of EPA guideline items) is a mandatory topic during this training.  OSD has also directed all new cardholders to complete the on-line Government Purchase Card training, which has a segment on affirmative procurement.  However, currently DAU is unable to provide documentation on the total number of Air Force personnel trained on APP.  Training documentation is maintained in the purchase cardholder personnel files at the installation level.  Frequent audits of the Government Purchase Card Program have not revealed any significant findings concerning APP training.
