Fort Benning Sends Woodpeckers To Repopulate Storm-Hit Forest

Fort Benning, Ga., sent nine red-cockaded woodpeckers to help De Soto National Forest, Miss., restore its population of the bird in the wake of Hurricane Katrina.


The De Soto National Forest lost 15 red-cockaded woodpeckers during Katrina, said Diane Tyrone of the U.S. Forest Service. Officials found two dead in their cavities, the living spaces they carve into trees.


Several trees broke off at the cavity, and the other 13 birds were missing.


"We have a really low population. The translocation is absolutely critical to the survival of our population," Tyrone said.


Fort Benning's Conservation Branch caught three pairs and three single female woodpeckers to send to the De Soto National Forest. The red-cockaded woodpecker is on the endangered species list. To be removed from the list, the 13 primary recovery locations must have a population of at least 351 active breeding pairs of woodpeckers, said Michael Barron, wildlife biologist in the Conservation Branch.


The primary recovery areas are federal properties, including three Army installations and one Air Force base. There are currently 265 active clusters of woodpeckers documented on Fort Benning. A cluster includes the active breeding pair and several single birds, which are typically the offspring of the breeding pair, Barron said.


Although Fort Benning is still working toward their goal population numbers, woodpeckers are translocated to other places in order to help the ultimate goal, which is to get the bird off the endangered species list, Barron said.


"Other places need a jumpstart, so we take the birds from stable, larger populations," Barron said. Earlier, Fort Benning captured and sent woodpeckers to Talladega National Forest in Alabama. No other woodpeckers were to be translocated from Fort Benning in 2006, Barron said.


Once the species is off the endangered species list, the restrictions on Fort Benning will be lifted, Barron said. Training is restricted in areas where the woodpeckers live. The red-cockaded woodpecker is the only endangered species of woodpecker in the Southeast, Barron said.


Fort Benning has 85,000 to 90,000 acres of woodpecker habitat. Red-cockaded woodpeckers make cavities in living longleaf pine trees, and it can take a year or more to make a single cavity large enough for one bird, Barron said.


"The reason we've been able to expand the population is artificial cavities," he said. Holes are made in suitable trees for wooden boxes to be placed in, or cavities are drilled into the tree.


There were 176 active clusters in 1995, when Barron came to Fort Benning, compared to 265 today. The Conservation Branch staff keeps track of the birds by placing identification bands on their legs. The trees that have a woodpecker cavity in them are marked with two white bands around the trunks.


In the De Soto National Forest, 77 artificial cavities have been built since the hurricane last year. The captured birds were placed in individual cavities on arrival in Mississippi for the night. In the morning, they were released along with their potential mates, in the hopes that the birds will stay together, Tyrone said.

Legacy Project Highlight of the Month


Legacy Project 04-230 Wildland Fire Risk Assessment of Western Military Installations: 


Wildland fires in the U.S. have grown in size and intensity in the past ten years, particularly in the West.  The causes of this trend are complex and varied, but the result is a new era of large-scale, high severity fires threatening people, property, and natural resources.  As a major landholder in the West, the U.S. Military has a vested interest in the future of wildland fire management.  The complexities of firefighting on military installations present a situation in which pre-emptive management reaps considerable rewards relative to reactive emergency responses.  However, funds to achieve objectives are limited and knowing where to focus pre-fire management is essential.  This study examined this critical gap from a strategic (Western U.S.) perspective, with emphasis on prioritizing installations based on their exposure to wildland fire risk.


Our objective was to provide a ranked list of all sizable DoD installations in the western U.S. based on each installation’s exposure to wildfire risk as well as eight input factors. We analyzed a total of 118 installations, all over 1,000 acres. 


Wildfire risk is often defined as the hazard that vegetative fuels pose.  This is correct, but incomplete.  In fact, risk is comprised of three factors - the probability of an event occurring, the possible severity of the event, and the potential for losses.  In the case of wildfire, these can be defined as ignitions, hazards, and values. Thus, fuels are but one aspect of risk.  We included estimations of ignitions; fuels, climate, topography, obstructions to fire progress, firefighter access (hazards); and infrastructure, erosion, and rare species (values) to estimate the risk wildfire poses.  Each of these estimates originated from national scale data and was processed to achieve indices which can be compared.


Funding for fire management, or any program, is limited and efficient disbursement is key to maximizing returns. By ranking installations throughout the western U.S., information is available to more judiciously apply funds to those installations in greatest need.


The strength of this study is its comprehensive nature. Installations are ranked based on equal criteria across the region.  Therefore, ‘flagship’ installations are not the only ones ranked highly. This project determined installations most at risk occur in the Southwest and California, almost without exception. The reasons for these results are only partly attributable to the fuels situation, however, as high resource values are also a major factor. Many installations throughout the West have severe fuel buildups, but only those installations with a combination of risk factors are at highest risk.


In order to facilitate decision-making, a secondary product ranks all of the installations for each of eight inputs as well as each of the three major components of risk – ignition, hazard, and value.

Did You Know?


Animal Biodiversity Rising! WASHINGTON, DC–According to a World Wildlife Fund study, stuffed-animal biodiversity is rapidly rising, with the number of species available in plush form up nearly 800 percent since 1990. 


"While the number of living species continues to plummet, the exact opposite is true of their toy counterparts," WWF director Ruth Aberg said. "This is particularly true in America, where polyester-fiber-filled replicas of even the most endangered species can be found in glorious abundance."  According to the WWF report, 885 animal species are in danger of extinction worldwide, and another 165 are classified as threatened. Of these 1,050 at-risk species, however, an estimated 970 can be found in mass quantities in children's toy boxes and on collectors' shelves.  


Stuffed-animal biodiversity, Aberg said, has not always been so robust. Ten years ago, the number of species produced by toy manufacturers was "abysmally low," mainly restricted to North American wildlife and a few select jungle animals. The past decade, however, has seen a proliferation of all manner of synthetic fauna. "There are an estimated 41,000 species of vertebrates on Earth, yet until recently, only a small handful were available for purchase–tigers, bears, lions, penguins, giraffes, and perhaps an owl or a duck," Aberg said. "Even then, only the most common species within a particular genus was represented. In the case of bears, for example, you'd have the brown bear, but rarely the polar bear and never the sun bear or sloth bear."  Today, by contrast, consumers regularly encounter river otters, hedgehogs, hammerhead sharks, warthogs, capybaras, opossums, tarantulas, and rare caimans found only in remote regions of the Amazon.
