	Legacy pre-proposals are due! Legacy Pre-Proposal submission deadline is September 30, 2005. Note that all Legacy Pre-Proposals submitted through the Army’s chain of command are due to AEC by September 2.

This guide explains the Legacy Program and the process used in funding Legacy projects, from the application stage through successful project completion.

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	Legacy Project Highlight of the Month

	The Legacy program was established by Congress in 1990 to provide financial assistance to DoD efforts to preserve our natural and cultural heritage.  The program assists DoD in protecting and enhancing resources while supporting military readiness.  This section provides an interesting highlight of a randomly selected Legacy Project to showcase the many efforts undergone by DoD in conserving our Natural and Cultural Resources. Legacy Project #05-244
Reintroduction of the Eastern Regal Fritillary Butterfly, Speyeria idalia idalia, into Gettysburg National Military Park from the population at Fort Indiantown Gap National Guard Training Center
The Regal Fritillary Butterfly (Speyeria idalia) historically ranged from Nova Scotia south to Northern Georgia and west to the Dakotas.  This species was always patchily distributed and never more than locally abundant throughout this range. Over the past two decades local extinctions of eastern populations has left only two known populations east of Indiana.  One of these, in south-central Pennsylvania, is located at the National Guard Training Center at Fort Indiantown Gap (NGTC-FTIG), Annville, Pennsylvania. Recent genetic work suggests that this remnant eastern population represents a subspecies, S. idalia idalia, and distinct from other populations.    Since 1992, The Nature Conservancy of Pennsylvania (TNCPA), in partnership with the Pennsylvania Army National Guard, has conducted ongoing population studies of the NGTC-FTIG S. idalia idalia population.  This population has remained stable over the past seven years. Regals once thrived in wheat fields, swampy areas and grasslands in what is now Gettysburg National Park. Indeed, butterflies were most likely nectaring and searching for mates when the  famous battle of 1863 began. TNC will reintroduce this butterfly into Gettysburg National Park, where it was last seen in 1983.  To encourage egg-laying, reproductive female butterflies from the FTIG population will be kept in cages placed over violet plants at Gettysburg.  Cages will be moved daily for three days before each female is returned to her natal field at FTIG.  Establishing additional butterfly populations will increase genetic diversity of the subspecies, reduce the risk of extinction, and provide additional source populations for future research and introduction efforts.  This partnership between the Department of Defense (DoD), TNCPA and the National Park Service (NPS) will contribute to the survival of a rare species, reduce management pressures at FTIG, and add an important “living resource” component to historic battlefield preservation.  In addition it will provide important information which will help guide ongoing management of this species at FTIG and test new methods and practices for the reintroduction of an at-risk invertebrate species.  Most importantly, these methods may be applicable to other invertebrate species of concern found on other military installations. Project expected completion date is December 2006
