NWS Seal Beach Detachment Concord  
 

Facility and Location  
Naval Weapons Station (NWS) Seal Beach Detachment Concord is located approximately 35 
miles northeast of San Francisco near the confluence of the San Joaquin and Sacramento 
Rivers in Suisun Bay. NWS Seal Beach Detachment Concord consists of two primary areas 
separated by the Los Medanos Hills. The Inland Area is about 5,200 acres (where Base 
Realignment and Closure Program Management Office West is responsible) and the Tidal Area 
is about 7,700 acres (and was realigned to the Army on October 1, 2008). The Inland Area was 
used primarily for ammunition storage but included facilities for maintenance, administration, 
and housing. The majority of the Inland Area was acquired in 1944 when operations in the Tidal 
Area necessitated more storage and administration capacity. In 1999, the Inland Area was 
placed in a reduced operational status. The Inland Area is to be transferred from federal 
ownership to the local land reuse authority. As a result of federal screening efforts, two existing 
housing areas located on approximately 59 acres in the Inland Area were transferred to the 
Coast Guard on June 27, 2007. Perchlorate sampling was conducted under the Installation 
Restoration Program. The station is listed as a National Priorities List site and the cleanup 
program is under a Federal Facility Agreement between the Navy and EPA.  
 

Media Sampled and Findings  
Drinking Water — In 2007, two of two samples detected perchlorate at 0.36 and 1.2 ppb. 
Groundwater — In 2011, seven of nine samples detected perchlorate from 0.09 to 0.96 ppb. In 
2010, six of nine samples detected perchlorate from 0.4 to 1 ppb. Prior to 2007, 52 of 134 
samples detected perchlorate from 0.3 to 2 ppb.  
 

Appropriate Actions  
Not Applicable. All samples were below the EPA and DoD Preliminary Remediation Goal of 15 
ppb and California Maximum Contaminant Level in drinking water of 6 ppb.
