MilCon funding is higher in FY2003 due to the number 
of Class 1 requirements meeting the MilCon programming criteria.  O&M was higher in FY2000 and FY2001 because of additional requirements generated as a 
result of implementation and enforcement of more stringent Final Governing Standards.  Congressional Action zeroed RDT&E in FY2002.
