Summary Information on REACH and Safety Data Sheets

REACH Safety Data Sheet (SDS).  The SDS contains chemical and physical information on substances put into market place, but also exposure scenario information associated with specific uses.  These will be communicated and implemented up and down the supply chain.  ECHA provides guidance on how the sections (identified uses, handling and storage, exposure controls, disposal considerations, and the exposure scenarios) are integrated in the SDS.
In the U.S the Occupational Safety and Health Administration requires that Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) be available to employees for potentially harmful substances handled in the workplace under the Hazard Communication regulation. The MSDS is also required to be made available to local fire departments and local and state emergency planning officials under Section 311 of the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act. The MSDS are written by manufacturers and supplied down the supply chain, but they are not written to any specific conditions of use.
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
