SUBJECT: Implementation of Program Comments 

On August 18,2006 the Chairman of the Advisory Council on Historic 
Preservation signed three Program Comments: 

Cold War Era Unaccompanied Personnel Housing (1946-1974) - DoD wide 
World War I1 and Cold War Era Ammunition Storage Facilities (1939-1974) - 
DoD wide 
World War I1 and Cold War Era (1939-1974) Army Ammunition Production 
Facilities and Plants - Army Only 

These three documents are programmatic compliance mechanisms that will allow 
installations to meet the compliance requirements of Section 106 of the National Historic 
Preservation Act (NHPA) through a one-time, agency-wide action. The Program 
Comments allow installations to proceed without further NHPA Section 106 consultation, 
for ongoing operations, maintenance and repair; rehabilitation; renovation; mothballing; 
cessation of maintenance, new construction, demolition; deconstruction and salvage; 
remediation activities; and transfer, sale, lease, and closure. 

In order to realize the full benefit of these Program Comments, please ensure that 
your installations are advised of the Program Comments and fully understand the impact 
on their Section 106 responsibilities. In particular, the Program Comments include 
several exclusions. Therefore, it is essential that each installation review its inventory of 
Unaccompanied Personnel Housing, Ammunition Storage Facilities, and Ammunition 
Production Facilities to identify which specific buildings will have the full benefit of the 
Program Comments and which buildings will have to continue to follow the compliance 
requirements of Section 106 or an appropriate Section 106 program agreement. 



The Program Comments require us to notify all of the State Historic Preservation 
Officers (SHPOs) of the historic properties that will be covered by these Program 
Comments. Please ensure your installations have notified the SHPOs by March 3 1, 2007. 

As a condition of these Program Comments, we have committed to a series of 
mitigations. See the attached mitigation schedules. We have established an area on 
DENIX to post all of the documents required by the Program Comments. Please ensure 
that your organizations are meeting these schedules and promptly posting the documents 
on DENIX, subject to appropriate security controls.
