After a brief operational experience as a reconnaissance platoon commander in the mid-1990s, he qualified as an Engineer of Military Material following a postgraduate programme at the UK Royal Military College of Science.
He has been active in the NATO ecosystem since 2007 and currently holds several key roles, including Vice-Chair of the CNAD Ammunition Safety Group, and Belgian representative in the Steering Committees of MSIAC (Munition Safety Information Analysis Center) and NARP (NATO Ammunition Recognition Program).
Since 2018, he has supported NSPA on Ammunition Safety Management and has led explosives-safety studies and ESSP activities for major ammunition infrastructure projects, notably the Waldhof depot in Luxembourg.
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
