Health, Office of the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army for Environment, Safety and Occupational Health, Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Installations and Environment)
Hershell E. Wolfe (Hew) became the Assistant for Occupational and Environmental Health (OEH), Office of the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army for Environment, Safety and Occupational Health in August 2004.  Mr. Wolfe provides executive leadership, management, and oversight of the Army's OEH Programs.  His responsibilities include developing policies and providing oversight and advocacy for safety, occupational and environmental health for over 1.2 million military and Army civilian employees in accordance with Presidential Executive orders, public laws, state and local standards, DOD directives and the Army mission.  Mr. Wolfe provides OEH program direction and works to resolve issues involving Administration, Congressional, Federal/State and local officials.  He assists with setting strategic direction, determining goals, and obtaining programming and funding for safety, occupational and environmental health to protect Army personnel.  He insures that proposed safety and OEH statutory and regulatory policy does not negatively impact the Army.  Mr. Wolfe provides professional consultation to Army Secretariat and Staff and serves as liaison to the Department of Defense (DOD), Office of the Surgeon General, Department of Labor, the Army and Occupational Safety and Health Administrations Partnership and the Military Services.  He provides oversight of the DOD Executive Agencies Low Level Radioactive Waste, and is the Program Manager for the multimillion dollar congressionally directed Innovative Safety Management Program.   

Prior to assuming his current duties, Mr. Wolfe served from October 2002 until August 2004 as the Special Assistant for Environment, Safety and Occupational.  He was the principal advisor and provided senior staff leadership to the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army for Environment, Safety and Occupational Health and the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Installations and Environment on all environmental, safety, occupational and environmental health issues
Mr. Wolfe entered the Senior Civilian Service following a distinguished 33-year career in the United States Army.  From 1997 to 2002, Colonel Wolfe served as the Assistant Chief, Medical Service Corps and Consultant to the Army Surgeon General for Environmental Science and Engineering.  He managed the Army careers for the Preventive Medicine Sciences. Colonel Wolfe provided professional consultation to the Army Surgeon General, the Army Medical Department, the Army Staff, Department of Defense, other military departments and other federal agencies

Mr. Wolfe earned a B.S. from East Tennessee State University and a Masters of Public Health in Occupational Health and Industrial Hygiene from the University of Texas.  His recognitions are many but a few are the Defense Meritorious Service Medal and the Legion of Merit, Army and Defense Staff Badges, the Order of Military Medical Merit, the “A” prefix awarded by the Army Medical Department, Adjunct Assistant Professor for Preventive Medicine and Biometrics at the Department of Defense Uniform Services University of Health Sciences. Other recognitions include The National Partnership for Reinventing Government and for creating a smoke free workplace for all DOD personnel.
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
