Alan McMillan was elected in March of 2001 as the President and Chief Executive Officer of the National Safety Council.  Prior to becoming President, he had served for six years as the Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer at the Council.  He has more than 30 years of government and private sector safety, health and environmental experience, including service with the U.S. Occupational Safety and Health Administration and the Mine Safety and Health Administration.  

McMillan began his safety and health career in 1970.  He served as Chicago Regional Administrator of the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) from 1981 to 1983, and was Administrator of OSHA’s Atlanta region from 1983 to 1986.  In 1987, he was named Acting Assistant Secretary of Labor for the U.S. Labor Department’s Mine Safety and Health Administration.  Later that year he became Deputy Assistant Secretary of Labor for Employment Standards, a post he held until 1989.

From 1989 to 1992, McMillan was Deputy Assistant Secretary of Labor for the Occupational Safety and Health Administration, where he was responsible for day-to-day OSHA operations including developing and implementing occupational safety and health standards, assisting workplaces through voluntary compliance programs, and directing OSHA’s nationwide enforcement responsibilities.  In 1990 he received the Presidential Award for Distinguished Executive Service, the Federal government’s highest career award.

In October 1992, McMillan joined the Los Alamos National Laboratory in New Mexico, where he led the organization’s safety and health activities.  He later assumed the position of Deputy Director of the Laboratory’s Environmental, Safety, Health and Quality programs.  McMillan joined the NSC in 1995 as the Council’s Executive Vice President.  

He is a member of the Board of Directors for the Chicagoland Chamber of Commerce and the US/Mexico Chamber of Commerce.  He also is on the Board of Advisors to the Center for Business & Public Policy at Georgetown University in Washington, DC.

McMillan received his B.S. degree from the University of Florida in 1966 and his M.A. degree from the University of West Georgia in 1980.  He also completed a senior executive fellowship at Harvard University in 1980.
