Prior to his appointment at OSHA, Gary was Vice President, Employee Relations for the American Iron and Steel 
Institute in Washington, D.C.  AISI is a trade association of major steel companies in the United States, Mexico, 
and Canada. 
 
From 1999-2000, Gary served as a Commissioner on Occupational Safety and Health Review Commission 
(OSHRC).  The Commission is a three-member body, appointed by the President, which adjudicates OSHA 
citations and penalties when contested by an employer. 
 
Prior to serving as a Commissioner at OSHRC, Gary served for 14 years as a legislative staff person for the U.S. 
House of Representatives.  From 1985 to 1989, he served as Legislative Director for former Rep. Paul B. Henry 
(R-Michigan).  From 1989 to 1999, he served on the professional staff of the House Committee on Education and 
Workforce, where he worked on a variety of workforce issues, including occupational safety and health.
