· Information on Federal laws, regulations, and policies that impact DoD consultation relationships with Native Hawaiian Organizations 

· Requirements of the DoD Native Hawaiian Consultation Policy, DoDI 4710.03
· Techniques for intercultural communications and relationship building 

· Strategies and practical steps for consulting with Native Hawaiians
