f)  How has the Agency reviewed the FY 2002 FPDS data for compliance assessment and/or trend analyses?
COMMENTS: 

DoD: This is the first year we’ve tracked DD350 data, so we are establishing a "baseline." 

Army: An Agency level review has not been conducted.  The contracting activities have been requested to address the information at the local level with their customers with an eye toward improvements in the development of specifications that exclude the use of recovered materials or require materials to be manufactured from virgin materials, and require, for EPA-designated products, using recovered materials to the maximum extent practicable without jeopardizing the intended use of the item.
Navy: The data has been reviewed by the Navy Solid Waste Working Group and by the Environmental staffs of the Chief of Naval Operation and the Commandant of the Marine Corps.
Air Force: The Air Force Secretariat sent the tasking to each Major Command for distribution to each of their procuring activities for review.  The completed survey was sent back through the commands to the Secretariat where the data was reviewed for accuracy and compliance at each level.  This is the first year we have asked for this level of detail and have had DD350 data to provide hard numbers.  This will be the base year for trend analysis for future years.

DLA: This is the first year for this data so we are establishing a "baseline."

g) Please describe findings, changes, and/or actions that were a direct result of the assessments or analyses above. 

COMMENTS:

Army: Expect to identify findings, changes, and/or actions that were a direct result of the assessments or analyses above in subsequent reports. 
Navy: Installation commanders will be made aware of their FY02 performance to increase the use of recycled content items as recorded in DD350s.

Air Force: Many of our contracting offices have taken new actions or changed their existing programs as a result of this review.  For example, several units established affirmative procurement focal points, initiated training programs, periodically publishing articles in their news letters, and requiring the squadron commanders brief the affirmative procurement program to the commander on a quarterly basis.

Navy – Yes.  Solid Waste Chapter of OPNAVINST 5090.1B was updated, Department of Navy Affirmative Procurement Guide was published, and Navy and DOD conferences were held to promote recycling and waste prevention.
Air Force - The Air Force issued construction and demolition debris guidance last year to AF Major Commands to ensure accurate reporting of solid waste diversion.
DLA – Yes.  One activity improved grease traps in food service; another began recycling computer equipment

Navy - Some AP training records are kept, but most are not recorded.
Air Force - In accordance with Air Force policy, each purchase card user must successfully complete an online, computer-based tutorial and be issued a certificate, which is then maintained in their personnel file.  There is no central database documenting the training of purchase card users.  This data is maintained at the installation level.
DLA - Completion certificates filed with manager or cardholder file, usually.
